Set Public Hearing for Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance – Misty Hagood stated that FEMA had done new Flood Insurance Rate Maps and they are requiring an updated ordinance to remain in the National Flood Insurance Program.  The Council requested that a representative from the State be present at the public hearing.
Councilmember Miller stated that he would like to place on the agenda and vote on the Council having the final approval and vote on the hiring of any new department heads.  Mayor Boggs said he did not think that it is legal to do that.  Mayor Boggs asked if Misty would have someone come in and answer some questions for the Council concerning what they can and cannot do under the Council-Manager form of government.
