AGENDA SESSION
Public Hearings
Rezoning 751 Trollingwood Rd – Mayor Boggs opened the public hearing at 7:03 p.m.  There were no comments.  Mayor Boggs closed the public hearing at 7:04.

Rezoning 723 East Main St - Mayor Boggs opened the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.  Richard East addressed the board and asked what would be built if the rezoning is approved.  Mayor Boggs said the town did not know but anything allowed in B-2 would be allowed if the rezoning is approved.  Mr. East said he is concerned because it is right beside of his home and he had lived there for twenty years.    He asked why the company did not just buy out the street all the way to the school.  Clyde Ward said he owned the house and also is part of A Better Development Group.  He said that the town would be very happy with any of the businesses looking at the property.  He said at this point there are three possibilities one is a fast food chain, one is confidential and the third is a private company out of Jamestown.  Toban Penner of A Better Development Group said that the business is a part of the community and all of them are concerned about the area.  Joe Sells also of the group said they would follow all of the ordinances and there are businesses that are not allowed in the B-2 zoning if it would alleviate any fears of everyone.  Mayor Boggs closed the public hearing at 7:20 p.m.
Rezoning 725 East Main St - Mayor Boggs opened the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.  Richard East asked who owned the house since Ms. Phillips passed away.  He was concerned that the house was not auctioned off.  Joe Sells said it did not have to be handled that way.  Clyde Ward said he had been working with Ms. Phillips before she died on selling the property.  Edna Dickey who is over the estate said there are 17 heirs involved and all of them had signed with A Better Development Group.  Mayor Boggs closed the public hearing at 7:24 p.m.

They decided to stay in open meeting.  Misty said she would like to have another vote on the hiring/promotion freeze.  She said it had already been four months and would be at lest one or two more.  Councilmember Miller made a motion to take off the hiring/promotion freeze.  Passed 3 to 1, with Councilmember Fogleman voting against.
