Town Council Meeting

Monday, February 7, 2011
The Town Council of the Town of Haw River held its Town Council Meeting on Monday, February 7, 2011 in the Haw River Municipal Building at 7:00pm.

Council Members Present: Mayor Buddy Boggs, Lee Lovette, Kelly Allen, Ricky Honeycutt, and Jeff Fogleman

Mayor Boggs called the meeting to order and gave the invocation at 7:00 pm.
Awards

7:00 pm 

Mayor Boggs presented Linda Pickard with a certificate of achievement and a check for $30 in thanks for her dedicated service to the town for the past 10 years.
Consent Agenda

7:01pm
The Council reviewed the previous meeting’s minutes from January 17, 2011 and the paperwork for a new CD to be invested at Mid Carolina Bank. Councilmember Honeycutt made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried 5-0.

New Business

7:02 pm
Review and consideration of Resolution supporting an application to the Local Government Commission concerning the use of Revenue Bonds to finance the Town’s Stone Street Pump Station Replacement Project being financed with the USDA.
Manager Earp informed the council that this resolution is required to submit the application for revenue bonds to the LGC. The council approved a resolution supporting an application to the LGC for approval of town revenue bonds in the estimated amount of $774,000. These bonds will be used to finance the replacement of the town’s main pump station located on Stone Street. Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve the Resolution in Support of an Application to the North Carolina Local Government Commission. Motion carried 5-0.
Discussion and Approval of the sealed bids for the disposition of the surplus police vehicle.
Manager Earp informed the council of the bid amounts received in the recent public bid to dispose of a surplus police vehicle. At this time, Councilmember Honeycutt recused himself as he was one of the bidders. Manager Earp then publically disclosed the bids received by the town, including the one received from Councilmember Honeycutt. Mr. Honeycutt’s bid was the highest and Councilmember Lovette made a motion to accept the highest bid of $1,600. Motion carried 4-0.
Discussion and Approval of the disposition of Bad Debt that falls outside of the Statue of Limitations for collection.

Manager Earp asked the council to approve writing off bad debt that is older than thirty six months (the statutory limit on collections). The council discussed the Town’s current deposit policy and potential other collection avenues in addition to the North Carolina Debt Setoff program. Councilmember Allen made a motion to write off bad debt totally $2,861.08. Motion carried 5-0.
Discussion of using new vendor the Town’s fuel needs.
Manager Earp started a discussion with the council regarding the eventual departure of Payne Oil Co. from Haw River and the implications on current fuel purchase practices. The council discussed current practices and potential options for new gas vendors. The council expressed interest in both supporting our local businesses and trying to keep costs low. Mayor Boggs asked Manager Earp to do some research on this topic and report back to the council. 
7:30
Manager’s Update
Manager Earp advised the council that a water violation notice was mailed for the period of October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2009. The average level of haloacetic acids exceeded the standard by .021 mg/L. He then commented to the citizens that our current quarter results are in compliance but that violation notices will continue to be issued until our full year average is compliant.
Manager Earp then updated the council on the status of ongoing projects and commented that year end payroll and LGC reports had been completed. 
Manager Earp informed the council that the Town will be working with Alamance County on the recently announced funds available under the Urgent Repair Program. If awarded, this program would provide for deferred, interest-free loans of up to $6,000 for emergency home repairs.
Manager Earp then referenced a letter sent to residents of Lang Court addressing some ongoing parking issues. 
There was then other discussion concerning how the state budget issues will affect the town’s operating budget. At the request of the Mayor, Manager Earp gave an update on the recently awarded energy grant. He stated a pre-bid conference would be held next Monday. There was discussion of the Duke Power project to rehab and install high voltage power lines through Haw River. There was also discussion of the positive impact of the new Hospice store in Village Marketplace. 
Manager Earp thanked the council, staff, and citizens for their concern regarding the recent loss of his father. 
There being no further business of the council the mayor asked for a motion to adjourn.
