In May of 2017, Mr. Don Waugh's term on the Haw River Planning and Zoning Board expired. In July of 2017, Ms. Laurie Jarrett's term on the Haw River Planning and Zoning Board also expires. Mr. Waugh and Ms. Jarrett have expressed interest in serving another term on the Board representing the Town.  Mr. Waugh and Ms. Jarrett have served the Town in that capacity since 1999 and 2005 respectively.

The Town has on file an applicant for the Board, Amanda Faucette, but she does not want to take the place of any member interested in continuing their service to the Town.

Following brief discussions, Councilmember Fogleman made a motion to appoint Mr. Don Waugh and Ms. Laurie Jarrett to three-year terms on the Town of Haw River Planning and Zoning Board. Motion carried 5-0.

The Town Council considered for approval the Audit Contract with Winston, Williams, Creech, Evans, & Company LLP to perform the 2016-2017 Audit.
Clerk Eveker asked the Council to consider for approval the contract with Winston, Williams, Creech, Evans and Company, LLP to perform the 2016-2017 Audit and the annual financial statements at a cost of $18,025.00.  This is the second year of our three­ year agreement with them to provide audit services.  The audit is scheduled to begin the first of August and an approved contract is needed from the Council for LGC approval.

· Financial Summary
· FYE 2017.06.30 budget cleanup is in process.
· Auditors from Winston, Williams, Creech, Evans & Co., LLP will be at Town Hall August 10, 2017 to begin the audit for the FYE 2017.06.30.

· Dana Sheffield, the Utility Billing Clerk/Customer Service Representative has tendered her resignation. The open position is currently being advertised.
· Mayor Boggs asked Manager Earp for an economic development update. Manager Earp informed Council that the Cone Mill property owners and developers have come to an agreement for a mixed-use retail and housing development. No plans have been submitted to the Town for review yet. The NC state budget allocated $5million in funding to go towards this project. Newlin Farm Industrial Park will begin marketing in the next few months and working in conjunction with the NC Department of Commerce and the Alamance County Chamber of Commerce.
· Police Chief Harrison asked the Council to consider two road closures for the National Night Out Tuesday August 1st. He is asking for Red Oak and the cul-de-sac of Thad Drive to be closed from 5:30pm – 8:00pm to accommodate this event. 

· Councilmember Fogleman made a motion to approve the closure of Red Oak and the end of Thad Drive on August 1st, 2017 from 5:30 – 8:00pm. Motion carried 5-0.

· Councilmembers Allen thanked everyone the assisted with and attended the Haw River Community Pride Car Show that took place at Lamb’s Chapel on Saturday May 27th.
· Councilmember Lineberry asked that the Town’s Fire Chief attend the August meeting of the Town Council to update members on the part-time schedule and missed call list.
· Councilmember Lineberry relayed communication he has had with Biscuitville regarding the possibility of a new location for them in Haw River. At this time it is not being considered, but could be in the future depending on growth in the Town.
