The Town Council of the Town of Haw River held its Town Council Meeting on Monday, August 6, 2012 in the Haw River Municipal Building at 7:00pm.

Mayor Boggs called the meeting to order and gave the invocation at 7:00 pm.
Mayor Boggs and Police Chief Neal Dickens presented plaques of appreciation to American Legion Hut #427 and to the Haw River Fire Department Ladies Auxiliary. Both organizations have shown exceptional support of the police department since Chief Dickens became Chief in January 2012 and their efforts have not gone unnoticed.

The Council reviewed the previous meeting minutes from the July 2, 2012 Council Meeting and July 23, 2012 Special Meeting. 
Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried 5-0.
Old Business

The Town Council discussed a request from Latoya Poole concerning a Special Use Permit request for a daycare facility at 1138 N NC Hwy 49, Tax #13-21-3.
Mayor Boggs swore in Latoya Poole and Manager Earp in order to enable them to give testimony regarding the requested special use permit. 
Manager Earp informed the council that this special use permit request had been taken before planning and zoning board and they recommend to the council that this permit be approved. 

Mayor Boggs then asked the following questions and received the following answers from Manager Earp and Ms. Poole.

QUESTIONS ON THE SIX REQUIRED SPECIAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION FINDINGS PURSUANT TO SECTION 155.083 (Day Care Center)

1. In what zoning district is the proposed special use to be located? – I-1
2. What activities will be carried out on the premises? – 6 – 12 year old after school program
3. Are the proposed activities allowed in this zoning district? - Yes
4. What is the lot size for the property on which the proposed special use will be located? – Approximately 1 acre
5. Is the proposed special use going to be located at least two hundred feet away from any junkyard, outdoor storage facility, scrapyard or salvage yard? – Yes.  There is a storage facility nearby but it is not outdoor storage.
6. What buildings/structures are or will be located on the real property upon which the special use will be located? – Offices, salon, and a sweepstakes business center
7. What is/will be the size of those buildings/structures in square feet? – Approximately 900 sq feet
8. What type of structures will these be? – Brick Buildings
9. Will this building be capable of passing a yearly fire inspection? - Yes
10. How many children are going to be cared for at this facility? – 15 - 20
11. Will this daycare center be operated as a home occupation? - No
12. If it is going to be operated as a home occupation, is it located in a residence that is the personal residence of the operator of the daycare facility? – n/a
13. Out of the total project area, how much is going to be open space? -  A sufficient area to meet the 200 sq feet per child play area requirement
14. Out of all that open space, how many square feet will be outdoor play areas? -  Approximately 1 acre
15. How much of that open space is covered by water? - None
16. What materials, if any, will be stored on the premises? – Nothing aside from snacks and children’s play equipment
17. Where is the proposed location of any parking/loading areas? – Parking spaces are already established
18. Where are the proposed points of vehicle ingress and egress? – At the previously established parking lot entrance at Hwy 49 and the bottom of the lot
19. What is the proposed pattern of internal circulation, including all drives and walkways?- Circular
20. What provisions have been made or will be made for utilities? – Utilities at the location are already in service
21. What provisions have been made or will be made for refuse disposal? – A commercial waste disposal contract will be put in place
22. What provisions have been or will be made for lighting the property?- Existing lighting will be used
23. What are the names, addresses and telephone numbers of the owners of the subject parcel? – TTT of Alamance County, Walter Ty Wynn, Jr.; 3902 Clearview Drive, Mebane, NC 27302; (336)213-8494
24. Will there be any planting on the property?  What plants will be planted and when? – Not in addition to what is already there
25. Will any site grading be necessary?  What provisions have been made or will be made for site grading? -  No
26. Is there a possibility of soil erosion in conjunction with the proposed use?  What provisions have been made or will be made to control soil erosion on the site? - No
27. If the proposed special use is a home occupation, what is the total floor area to be used for the proposed special use? – n/a
28. What signage, if any, will accompany the proposed special use?  How big will the signs be?  Where will they be located? – A window sill sign will be put in place
29. What are the potential hazards to public health and/or safety that accompany the proposed special use? – None known, there could be an increase in traffic at this location
30. What specific provisions have been made to alleviate those hazards? – DOT has approved the driveway system
31. What use is being made of each adjoining parcel of land? – Commercial buildings
32. How can this proposed special use, if allowed, be expected to affect the value of each adjoining parcel of land?- No effect anticipated
33. What public necessity, if any, will be fulfilled or served by the proposed special use? – Quality childcare 
34. What is the general character of the area in which the special use will be located?- General Business
Councilmember Lovette presented the following motion:

BASED UPON THE EVIDENCE PRESENTED, and pursuant to the Town of Haw River Code of Ordinances Section 155.083, I move that the Town Council make the following FINDINGS OF FACT with regard to the special use permit application made by Latoya Poole regarding the property located at 1138 NC Hwy 49 (Tax Map 13-21-3) in Haw River, North Carolina:

1. That all applicable regulations of the zoning district in which the use is proposed are complied with;

2. That all applicable conditions specified in Section 155.086, Town of Haw River Code of Ordinances, are met for this proposed special use;

3. That the proposed special use will not materially endanger the public health or safety if located where proposed and developed according to the plan as submitted or as modified under the conditions required by the Town Council;

4. That the proposed use is located, designed and proposed to be operated so as to maintain or enhance the value of adjoining property or that the use is a public necessity;

5. That the location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted or as modified under the conditions required by the Town Council will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located and in general conformity with the plan of development for the Town Planning Area; and

6. That satisfactory provision has been made for all of the following that apply in this case: vehicle circulation, parking and loading, service and loading entrances and areas, screening, utilities, signs, lighting, open spaces, site grading, soil erosion and sedimentation control and site damage.

AND, BASED UPON THE FOREGOING FINDINGS OF FACT, I move that the special use permit application made by Latoya Poole regarding the property located at 1138 NC Hwy 49 (Tax Map 13-21-3) be APPROVED; Motion carried 5-0.

The Town Council considered a change/amendment to Title IC: General Regulations Chapter 94: Nuisances; Health and Sanitation; Section 94.01 Conditions Constituting Nuisance. Council is considering the use of indoor furniture outdoors as well as other changes. 

The Council discussed a copy of the Durham City ordinance as well as the nuances between civil and criminal enforcement of the proposed ordinance. Due to the absence of the Town’s attorney, Councilmember Allen made a motion to table this discussion. Motion carried 5-0.

The Council considered a request from the Haw River Fire Department to apply for a 2012 FEMA AFG Grant. 
Manager Earp presented the Council with a request from the Fire Department to apply for a 2012 FEMA AFG Grant. This grant would be $103,496 to purchase turnout gear, portable radios, and other miscellaneous items. A 5% match would be required if the grant is awarded to the Department. 
Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve the Fire Department’s application for the 2012 FEMA AFG Grant in the amount of $103,496 with a required 5% match. Motion carried 5-0.

Manager’s Update


· This Friday, August 10th, Haw River business owners are invited to meet at the Haw River Civic Center at 11am in an effort to start a local merchants association. 
· The Town’s audit was started today and the auditors will be in office all week. 

· The second CDBG Grant ($100k) closeout has been completed. 

· The sidewalk project is beginning and Manager Earp presented several sidewalk options to the Council for an area where the Town’s right of way is narrower than in other areas. After brief discussion, the Council chose option C by consensus. 

· The permanent financing for the Main Pump Station Replacement project has been put into place and finalized.

· The Elon School has moved locations and is offering some items to the town on the condition that the Town arrange and pay for moving expenses. A gazebo, 3 tier fountain and a concrete table with benches has been offered to the Town. After brief discussion, Councilmember Allen made a motion to accept the items offered by the Town of Elon. Motion carried 5-0.

· The head of ACTA will be speaking to the Council at the September 10th Council Meeting to present a funding request.
There being no further business of the council, Mayor Boggs asked for a motion to adjourn.
