Town Council Meeting

Monday, February 3, 2014
The Town Council of the Town of Haw River held its Town Council Meeting on Monday, February 3, 2014 in the Haw River Municipal Building at 7:00pm.

Mayor Boggs called the meeting to order and gave the invocation at 7:00 pm.
The Town Council was prepared to hold a public hearing to discuss a request from Karen Taulker of 404 E Main Street, Haw River to obtain a Special Use Permit for the placement of a manufactured home as a temporary dwelling on the property. The request was withdrawn by Ms. Taulker following advertisement for the hearing.
Consent Agenda

7:01 pm
The Council reviewed the previous meeting minutes from the January 6, 2014 Council Meeting.

Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried 5-0.
New Business

7:02 pm
The Town Council received an update on the Main Street sidewalk project and reviewed the updated plans. 
Manager Earp spoke to the Council regarding the $125,000 grant from NCDOT to extend the Main Street sidewalks. The Town’s match of $75,000 has already been made with the completion of the Lang Street sidewalk project. However, the scope of the original Main Street Sidewalk Project has been significantly increased due to NCDOT requirements. These revisions have resulted in significantly increased project costs. 
Mark Wright of Alley Williams Carmen and King then spoke to the Council regarding the revisions to the project and his communications with NCDOT Division Engineer, Mike Mills. AWCK is in the process of seeking additional funding for this project but is awaiting word back on the availability of funding.

The Town Council reviewed and considered a request concerning bad debt write-off for utility accounts over 36 months old.

Manager Earp presented the Council with $1,770.12 in bad utility debt to be considered for write-off. These debts are over 36 months old and therefore need to be removed from the Town’s financial statements. 
Following brief discussion, Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve writing off $1,770.12 in bad utility debt. Motion carried 5-0.
7:14 pm
The Town Council considered accepting a donation to the Haw River Parks and Recreation Department and the Haw River Police Department from the American Legion Auxiliary of Haw River.
Manager Earp informed the Council that the American Legion Auxiliary of Haw River has donated $500 to the HR Parks and Recreation Department to go towards signage for Red Slide Park. They have also donated $500 to the HR Police Department to be used for bulletproof vests or any other needed gear. 
After brief discussion, Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve acceptance of the two $500 donations from the American Legion Auxiliary of Haw River. Motion carried 5-0.
7:16 pm

The Town Council considered appointment application to the Haw River Planning and Zoning Board.

As of December 16, 2013, Ms. Betty Hall’s term on the Haw River Planning and Zoning Board expired. The Town received applications to fill this board seat from both Ms. Hall and from Ms. Jeannette Amash. 

Following discussion regarding the applicants, Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve the reappointment of Ms. Betty Hall to the Haw River Planning and Zoning Board. Motion carried 5-0. The Council asked that Ms. Amash consider leaving her application on file for future board openings.

Manager’s Update

· During the past 30 days, the Town has had 7 line breaks, 3 of them major, and a sewer spill was reported. Due to an irreparable pump break, a $15,000 pump at Haw River Hopedale has been ordered. Additionally, a fuse was replaced at the Main Pump Station after the pump went down.
· All 2013 OSHA reporting has been completed.

· The annexation study for the potential annexation of Clover Creek Mobile Home Park is in process.

· Manager Earp presented the Council with a request from Village Market Place to waive 114,000 gallons in sewer fees. The Village Market Place had a plumber assess their property and the plumber could not ascertain that any leak had occurred. There is currently no leak and no repairs have been done at that property. Councilmember Allen made a motion to deny a bill adjustment for the Village Market Place. Motion carried 5-0.
· The Haw River Town Council makes an appropriation of $1,000 each year for the Haw River Cemetery Association. For the fiscal year 12-13, the Cemetery Association did not request their funding and therefore this amount was not expended by the Town. The HR Cemetery Association is now asking the Town Council to consider disbursing the 12-13 funds in the current fiscal year. Mayor Boggs recused himself from this issue. Following brief discussion, Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve disbursing the 12-13 Haw River Cemetery Association funding from fund balance. Motion carried 4-0.
· The owner of a home completed with the CDBG project recently passed away. The home became heir property, but the terms of the CDBG contracts state that the home cannot be sold or transferred out of the family for 8 years following project completion. Attorney Davis worked with the heirs of this property on this issue and the ownership swap is allowable as long as the deed of trust remains intact.
